JUDY FURLONG’S elegant gilet
incorporates dartsin the frontand
back, side shaping, and bust darts to
giveagently tailored feel. It is finished
with bound edges, whichrequire
stitches to be picked up on the WS of the
gilet and the cast-off edge to be sewn
downontheRS of the garment.
“Theintegral cowl maybearranged
tosuit the wearer and may be knitted as
long or short as you prefer,” says Judy.
“Thisisaneasy way toarrangeit: with
the cowl hanging free down the back,
putonthegiletand buttonitup. Start by
pulling the entire cowl to the front, right
over your head, and let it hang downin
front. Fold left over right (up near the
neck), reach down to the lowest edge
and pull this edge back over your head.”

German gems

Nature’s Luxury uses
fleece from German
sheep breeds

Rachel Atkinson meets fellow yarn producer Danica Mider
Jully, who specialises in German native sheep breeds

IMET Danica Méder Jully, owner of
German-based yarn company, Nature’s
Luxury, at the Edinburgh Yarn Festival
in 2016. I was there to launch my yarn
brand, Daughter of a Shepherd - and it
turned out we had a lot in common when
it came to treasuring and preserving the
value of our native sheep breeds...

Rachel: Did you grow up with yarn, or
was it something you came to later?
Danica: As a child, my mother knitted
for my brothers and me. She never used

a pattern, but her sweaters always fitted
well and looked great.  was born and
raised in Switzerland, where knitting
classes were part of school education.
It wasn’t something I liked at the time;
in fact, my aunt used to do my knitting
assignments for me! However, as a
teenager I started knitting passionately
and continued throughout my studies,
having left Switzerland to attend the
Jewellery Manufacturing and Design
school in Pforzheim, Germany, before
going on to graduate as a gemmologist
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from the Gemmological Institute of
America in Los Angeles.

How did Nature’s Luxury come to be?

I returned to Switzerland and began
designing jewellery and choosing
collections for a renowned family-owned
company, before following my husband
Philippe and his horse business to an

area close to Miinster. It was clear I
wouldn’t find a similar jewellery-based
opportunity in this rural part of the
country, so I began working alongside »

Philippe, but I missed the creativity of my
old job. We spent a lot of time on the road
with the horses - knitting was something
I could do when travelling, and slowly the
idea of Nature’s Luxury took shape before
opening in 2008.

There are two distinct arms to your yarn
business; the first being the signature
luxurious, natural fibres hand-dyed by
yourself in a palette of jewel and mineral
colours, which reflect your previous work
and connection to the natural world
which is central to Nature’s Luxury. Can
you tell us a little more about the fibres
you use and what inspires your dyeing?

I am glad you mention this, as my
background in jewellery design and
gemmology did play an important role in
the forming of the company. Just as I had

with precious stones before, I knew I
wanted to work with ‘the gems’ of the
fibre world, and so you will find silk,
cashmere, baby camel, giviut and baby
alpaca in the Nature’s Luxury blends.
Emphasis is placed on using raw fibres of
the highest quality, which are spun in
some the best and most traditional mills I
could find. Inspiration for the shades I
dye comes from all around - nature
presents us with the most incredible
colours and if you keep your eyes open,
there is much to find - but it can also be a
song or simply a speck of colour that I
detect on someone’s clothes that triggers
anidea.

The other side to Nature’s Luxury is
the rare-breed wool you source from
native German breeds. These sheep have
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such wonderful names, such as the
Brillenschaf, which translates as ‘sheep
with glasses’ due to the black markings
around their eyes. Yarn spun from their
fleece sits alongside other native breeds,
including the Schwarzes Bergschaf
(Black Mountain Sheep), Pommersches
Landschaf (Pomeranian Country Sheep),
and my personal favourite, the Coburger
Fuchsschaf (Coburg Fox Sheep). How did
you start developing these yarns?

I've always had a soft spot for these rare
breeds, but for a long time I did not really
consider making yarn from their fleece.
Then in 2010 I was asked to write about
the German yarn and textile industry
for an American trade magazine, and
decided to learn more about our native
breeds. Whilst researching, I met a
breeder of Coburg Fox Sheep, but he

had no interest in using the fleece so
offered it to me.

At the time, everybody thought I was
crazy making yarn from this rather
crunchy wool, but it worked out well and
people loved the original hand-dyed
palette. We now blend it with German
merino wool to bring a touch of softness
to the yarn without spoiling the natural
fox colour and ensuring it retains some of
its rustic charm. There is a new awareness
of working with native-breed yarn in
Germany.

The rare-breed wools are produced to a
very high ethical standard. Can you tell
us more about your production process?
I'was really lucky to find a breeder who is
rearing organically certified sheep and I
go to the farm during shearing to collect

and sort the fleeces before delivering the
raw fibre to a small mill with a long
spinning history. You can see our
shearing video at http://bit.ly/cfxshear

They have special rights to use natural
well water and still wash in big old-
fashioned basins using only minimal
amounts of soda to make the scouring
process a lot more eco-friendly than most
industrial mills.

One last question: if you could only pick
one yarn from your range to take to a
desert island, which would it be?

DMJ: That is a tricky one! To an island
with a rough climate, I would take Foxen
meets Merino; to one with more moderate
conditions, it would be On Stage, a
Nature’s Luxury blend with merino
wool, silk and baby camel.

A spinning adventure
Like many of your readers, I have been
a life-long knitter, although I had
a number of years (I like to think of
them now as the wilderness years)
when knitting did not feature in my
life. The precious gift of grandchildren
sent me scurrying into my local wool
shop for needles, patterns and yarns
and suddenly I felt like a child in a
sweet shop. The yarns of yesteryear
had been replaced with luxury brands
with yarn mixes of merino, alpaca,
angora and mohair to name but a few.
I was hooked, and loved the wide
range of yarns on offer, from the hand
dyed to the natural colours of British
sheep. Then I read an article entitled
‘The Art of Spinning’ in Issue 92 of
The Knitter. The article made me
want to find out more, and,
appreciate the process which creates
this wonderful variety of luxury yarn.
In March 2016 I went on a workshop
in Wales to learn how to spin fibre.
My intention at this point was to
simply understand the process by
which fibre becomes knitting yarn.
I was introduced to a range of fleece
types and how to process the fleece
ready for spinning, and suddenly
a whole new and exciting world
presented itself to me. My second
workshop introduced me to spinning

techniques such as short draw,
long draw, worsted, woollen,
twists per inch and wraps per
inch - Thad to buy the spinning
wheel and a bag of fleece locks.

Like all beginners, I could only
produce thick and thin yarn. I
joined my local Guild of Spinners
and with their encouragement I
have persevered. I decided to give
myself a realistic project to aim
for as I'm not yet at the point
where I would consider spinning
to knit a garment. I'm still learning
about which fibres give good drape
and which spinning technique should
be used and all important spinning to
a consistent thickness. I came across
Ella Austin’s ‘Fancy Hen’ cushion
pattern, and it seemed an ideal first
project. The pattern also appealed to
my love of stranded colourwork.

Here is a photo of finished cushion
knitted entirely in my own handspun
yarn! I spun both the Merino (brown
and red) and the Corriedale (cream) in
the worsted style to a double-knitting
weight. I discovered that knitting
with handspun yarn is a completely
different experience to knitting with
commercial yarn: this handspun
yarn was full of energy, springiness
and softness.

I would like to thank you for your
articles that promote all things
fibre-related. I would also encourage
other knitters to explore the
wonderful world of fibre and have
a go at spinning. We need to keep
this heritage craft alive and pass on
the knowledge and skills to future
generations.

TUCKED IN the rolling
hills of Cumbria are The
Fibre Co. Headquarters
- or more accurately,
Daphne Marinopoulos’
current home. Originally,
The Fibre Co. was based on
the working waterfront of Portland, Maine
in the USA, where the company produced
luxury yarns in its mill. Since its
establishment in 2003, The Fibre Co. has
grown to an internationally stocked yarn
brand - and yet most of the new product
ideas are dreamed up in Daphne’s kitchen,
overlooking the Cumbrian hills.

For any designer or maker who has met
Daphne or worked with The Fibre Co.,
the news that most of the business is
created in Daphne’s home won’t come as a
surprise. The products from The Fibre Co.
are luxurious and inspiring, but it’s a
hands-on approach that infuses the brand

with warmth and personality. On The
Fibre Co. blog, models stand gazing out
over moody skies, wrapped in beautifully
designed shawls while the words speak
directly to any lover of fibre. One post
states, “This month is for YOU” and calls to
knitters to meditate in their stitches with

a few favourite designers as inspiration. At
the heart of The Fibre Co. is the same desire
that there has always been: the wish to
connect with the enthusiast maker and see
where a love of fibre can take them both.

Down at the mill

Textiles are in Daphne’s blood, with a
textile engineer father and grandparents
who immigrated to the US to work in the
New England mills. With a love for the fibre
arts and a background in business, Daphne
couldn’t help but jump at the opportunity
to purchase a small mill when she lived

in Maine. Originally, Daphne herself
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produced and hand-dyed all the yarns,
developing her knowledge as she carded
them by hand, and dip-dyed individual
fibres to test how they took colour.
As the company expanded to wholesale
distribution, Daphne began to partner
with other mills to pick up the backlog.
Eventually, all production was
outsourced, and Daphne even went to Peru
to train dyers in her specific techniques to
have the yarn dyed. Having developed such
an in-depth knowledge of milling and dye
techniques, Daphne has been well placed
to work closely with mills to create The
Fibre Co.’s yarns. Speaking the same
language when designing a new yarn can
be a big part of the development with mills.
“Often what comes out of that process is
a product that surprises both ourselves
and our suppliers,” says Daphne, “which
results in creating hand-knitting yarns
that delight and inspire”. Development is

still a hands-on process, even if it is a much
greater distance to the mill these days.

Creative vision

Today, The Fibre Co. enjoys being at the
centre of a creative hub of designers and
retailers who share its passion for the fibre
arts community. Independent voices such
as designers Melanie Berg and Helen
Stewart are amongst those who regularly
collaborate to feature TFC yarns in their
work. As well as producing its own pattern
ranges for knitters, The Fibre Co. team is
constantly reaching out to designers that
inspire their own making, with the hope of
growing something new for their audience.
Daphne continues to design new yarns
that are, at heart, as nature intended.
Daphne draws great inspiration from the
landscapes she’s seen over decades of travel
and recognises their fragility. Thisis a
company that is extremely conscious of

its global footprints from producer to mill
to warehouse and everything in between.
Daphne says: “We understand that
sustainability is a process, and see
ourselves as a greening business constantly
looking for ways to improve our impact on
the environment.”

Inspiring knitters

Looking ahead, The Fibre Co. have new
design collections and yarns in mind.
However, for The Fibre Co., the process
needs to reflect the enthusiasm and passion
that they see in the fibre community.
Daphne explains: “We want to play a bigger
role in bringing new knitters into the
marketplace by increasing our educational
offering with more content including
how-to videos, articles and inspirational
ideas. All of these efforts will also support
our retailers’ goals to stock their shelves
with products that sell through over and
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over again.” Daphne has established a team
of creators who can deliver these goals.
Photographers, established bloggers and
creative business owners work in parallel
to connect with retailers and their
customers. That’s why you’ll find them to
be active and encouraging on social media
as they listen and celebrate what people are
making with their products.

It’s an exciting time for the company,
which is are busy getting ready to launch
a wave of new design support from some
of the community’s newest and most
promising talent. The launch of Luma, a
DK-weight yarn that blends wool, linen,
cotton and silk, was greeted with delight
all over the world, and there’s a promised
lighter-weight version of the successful
tweed yarn, Arranmore, in 2017. ©

BLOCKING TIPS FOR
LACE SHAWLS

Lace shawls and scarves need proper blocking to show off their
beauty. Jen Arnall-Culliford examines four key methods to try

THERE IS a special kind of magic involved
in blocking lace knitting. What starts out
looking like a scrunched up hair net can be
transformed into a thing of breath-taking
beauty, and all it takes is water and some
stretching.

To ensure the best possible results, it is
of course necessary to choose the right
materials. Whilst it’s possible to knit lace
in acrylic or nylon yarn, it won’t hold its
shape particularly satisfactorily, and you’ll
find you're back at the hair net phase
perhaps before you've even left home.

To get the best results, use a yarn made
from natural fibres, of which wool and silk
give particularly good results.

Whilst lace patterns can be incorporated
into all sorts of garments and accessories,
this article will focus on shawls and
scarves knitted in lightweight yarns
(4ply, 3ply, laceweight and thread/cobweb),
since these require a particular common
approach to blocking.

There are many ways to block (or dress)
a shawl, ranging from using just a few pins
and an old towel, through to a purpose-
built hap stretcher. You can spend as much
as you like on equipment, but the basic
principles are the same. This article will
take you through a number of possible

blocking methods, the equipment you’ll
need, and their various pros and cons.

Before embarking on any of these
methods, you will need to soak your lace
thoroughly. Use lukewarm (but not hot)
water, and add some wool wash or
shampoo to help the water to penetrate the
fibres. Leave it to soak, and then squeeze
out excess water before proceeding with
any of the instructions below. As you
stretch out your knitting, take care not
to over-stretch it, as yarn can snap. If
you're worried, then start cautiously.
You will soon learn which yarns can be
blocked most firmly, and which require
a gentler approach.

WASHING LINE METHOD

This is a really simple way of blocking
triangular shawls that have a peaked
edging.

Materials
- Washing line
- Clothes pegs

Peg the long straight edge of your shawl
to the washing line. Use plenty of pegs,
so that the straight edge is as straight as
possible (unless it is meant to be scalloped;
in which case, only peg the points). Check
that you have stretched the shawl evenly
along that edge - measure from the edge to
the centre, and compare it with the other
side. Then add a peg to each point on the
V-shaped edges of the shawl, to provide
weight to stretch out the lace patterning.
The benefit of this approach is that it’s
quick and easy to do, and great if you
would struggle to keep pets or children
away from your knitting when blocking
indoors. If you have a fine day, your shawl
will dry quickly, too. The downside is that

the pegs may not stretch out the lace
pattern enough for your liking, and it is
more tricky to ensure that the shape has
been pinned symmetrically.

FLAT BLOCKING WITH PINS

Using pins is a great method if you want
to stretch your shawl more firmly. This
method works well for a variety of shapes.

Materials

- Rust-proof pins (Knit Pro Knit Blockers

are handy for straight edges)

-A flat area that you can pin into (a bed,
a towel over the carpet, foam playmats/
blocking boards)

- Metre ruler (or yard stick)

- Large set square

Instructions for shapes with only straight
sides

Lay the shawl flat on your surface, and pin
out the corners, ensuring that they are
spaced symmetrically (if the shawl shape is
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meant to be symmetrical). If your shawl is
asymmetric, use the blocking diagram to
help you to work out how far apart the
corners should be. Lie your ruler along
each side, and then pin the centre of each
side, to divide each edge in half. Continue
to work around the shawl, dividing each
section in two, until all of the peaks are
pinned or, if the edge is intended to be
straight, there are sufficient pins to
prevent scalloping.

If you have a large set square, it can be
very helpful to ensure the centre spine of
your shawl is perpendicular to the top
edge, for the most common shape of
triangular shawl (see diagram below - the
red circle is the area to check for right
angles). If your shawl should be square or
rectangular, use the set square to make
sure each corner is a right angle.

Instructions for shapes with curved sides
For circles, semi-circles and other curved
shapes, you will need to work slightly
differently. If there is a straight side, pin it
out as described above, then work along
the curved side(s). For irregular shapes,
you may need to pin by eye, checking
visually to see that any peaks are evenly
spaced. For circles and semi-circles, work
around the circumference, pinning the
edges out to a fixed radius. Use the ruler »

Check the

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to measure from the centre to the edge -
for a circle it should measure the same all

the way round. For a semi-circle, measure
from the centre of the straight edge, out to
the curved edge, and again that distance
should be constant.

Using pins and a flat surface is a versatile
blocking method for a wide range of shawl
shapes. The materials aren’t expensive,
and it’s easy to do. On the downside, you
need to set aside an area for blocking, and
in cold weather, shawls may take a while
to dry. This may be inconvenient if you're
using your bed for the blocking surface!
Depending on the layout of your home,
it may be tricky to keep children and pets
from interfering with the shawl while it’s
drying. Using foam blocking mats as your
surface can help, since they may be leant
up against a wall rather than lying flat.

FLAT BLOCKING WITH WIRES

For firm stretching of scarves and shawls,
blocking wires can speed up the process.

Materials

- Rust-proof pins

- Blocking wires

- A flat area that you can pin into (a bed,
a towel over the carpet, foam playmats/
blocking boards)

- Metre ruler (or yard stick)

- Large set square

Place your shawl on the flat surface, and
roughly arrange the shape correctly. Then
thread a blocking wire along each edge.
For lace patterns with peaked edges, you
can thread through the tip of each peak,
whereas for straight edges, you will need
to ‘sew’ the wire up and down every few
stitches so that the edge isn’t scalloped
when you stretch it.

Pin through the corners of the shawl,
securing the blocking wires at the same
time, and ensure that the peaks are
distributed evenly along the edge, and
any centre point is actually in the centre.
Lying the metre ruler along the edge as
you work is helpful. Use a few pins to
secure the wires in place. Then repeat
for the remaining edges.

It can also be helpful to thread extra
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wires through any straight-line sections of
the shawl - for example down the centre
spine, or border edges as appropriate. For
curved edges you will need flexible wires,
that you can bend to the desired shape.
Where edges are longer than your longest
wire, overlap two or more wires, so that
you can stretch the entire edge in one go.

Wires offer a benefit over using pins
alone, as it’s easier to adjust the spacing of
peaks along an edge - since you don’t need
tounpin them all, you can just move them
along the wire. It can also be easier to keep
a whole edge even, since the wire will
stretch the lace evenly.

Downsides include the fact that you need
more equipment, as well as the difficulty of
setting aside flat space while the shawl
dries. You can purchase bespoke lace
blocking kits (comprising wires, T-pins
and sometimes blocking mats), but it’s also
possible to buy the wires alone from a
welding supply merchant (1 to 1.6mm
stainless steel TIG welding wires). You'll
simply need to clean the wires, and
possibly file off any sharp edges at the ends
of each wire.

BLOCKING ON A HAP STRETCHER

Using a purpose-built board to block your
square, rectangular and right-angled
triangular shawls, saves space and ensures
your lace is firmly stretched.

Materials

- Tapestry needle

- Strong cotton thread (I use 4ply
mercerised cotton)

- Hap stretching board

Use the tapestry needle to thread a length
of strong cotton through all the peaks on
the edges of your shawl. Make sure that the
cotton thread is longer than the total
perimeter of your shawl. Tie the ends of the
cotton together with a knot that can be
undone easily later.

Set up your frame so that it is the correct
size - they should have adjustable knobs
so that you can block to a range of sizes.
You simply loop the cotton thread at each
corner of the shawl, over the main corner
knobs, and then work along the edges,
looping the thread over the pegs on each
side of the hap stretcher.

To get the most even distribution, it’s
best to work round each side, dividing it in
half and hooking the thread over the peg in
the middle, and then dividing each
resulting section in half too. Depending on

your shawl, and the arrangement of pegs
on your hap stretcher, you may find you
have a regular number of shawl peaks
between each peg on the frame. Once you
have hooked the cotton round all the pegs,
you may need to tighten the cotton thread
to achieve the best stretch. Simply untie
the thread, pull it tight and re-tie it.

You can also block triangular shawls in
this way, where you just hook two sides to
the frame and pull the hypotenuse as tight
as possible using the cotton thread.

A hap stretcher is brilliant in a small
space, as it can be leant up against a wall
while the shawl dries. It can be moved
outside if the weather is nice, but also
brought in if necessary. The downsides are

the cost of buying one (or the time and
skills required to make your own - see link
on the right for a tutorial), and the fact that
they can only be used for particular shapes
of shawl.

OTHER HANDY TIPS

If you don’t have blocking wires, you could
use fishing line or strong cotton thread in
asimilar manner. Simply thread it through
the points of the shawl and then tie the
ends in place firmly to some pins.

If your shawl is particularly large, then
it may be necessary to fold it in half, and
block it while folded. This has the
advantage of ensuring that the shawl is
blocked symmetrically. @

“IFOUND a version of this lace pattern
in one of my favourite Japanese stitch
dictionaries,” says Jennifer Wood.

Because the
sleeves needed an elegant touch to
match, [added asingle column of lace
V’s.” The raglan pullover is knitted from
the top down. Jennifer recommends the
use of lots of stitch markers to make the
instructions clearer. She hasused alight
merino 4ply yarn from Sweet Paprika.

PATTERN NOTES

Markersare used toindicate theraglans
and lace panels on the front, back, and
sleeves. When you increase stitches,

Garter stitch may be the humblest of
knitted stitches, but it can be used to create
surprisingly sophisticated fabrics, as
demonstrated by thisbook of 20 patterns.

The first set of projects use garter stitch to
provide smart details, such as on cuffsand
waistbands, or to provide textural patterns
onsocks. The ‘Asymmetrical Cropped
Jacket’, for example, hasa garter stitch
panel on the back where all the shaping is
worked, while the ‘Flapper Cloche’ hasa
garter stitch brim worked with short rows
foracurved, overlapping fan effect.

~ MEET THE ARTISTS

-Anita ‘Bruce

Anita’s intriguing, ethereal knitted creations draw attention
to the plight of the natural world, as Katy Bevan discovers

ANITA BRUCE and I met when we were both
contributing to the UK’s version of the
Hyperbolic Crochet Coral Reef at the
Southbank Centre. Crafters had been asked
to create coral forms, to raise awareness of
the plight of the coral reefs and their battle
against sea pollution. Anita’s contribution
stood out, being neither crocheted nor hyperbolic, but was
rather a wire plankton knitted in the round.

What I didn’t know then is that all of Anita’s work is about
the environment and the threat that global warming poses to
the delicate eco-system of the sea.
“My work reflects my concerns
about the exploitation of nature
and the earth’s resources by man,
disrupting this balance and
resulting in habitat loss and
accelerated climate change,”
she says. “Knitting is the perfect
medium for me to symbolise this
fragile web of connections.”

At the Knitting & Stitching Show, her knitted wire
plankton were pinned into frames, as if catalogued in a
museum of natural history. I mistook them for fallopian tubes
and other mysterious inner-workings - although this is
not far from fact, as plankton also go unnoticed, but are
nevertheless crucial to life.

Anita studied zoology as her first degree, then went on
to study embroidery and to work in art-textiles; she is now
a key member of the Prism art group. In 2016 she was the
Crafting History textile resident at the Time and Tide museum
in Great Yarmouth, where she created a collection of gansey-
style knitted herrings using a mix of traditional patterns and
new ones inspired by the museum collection. The idea of
knitting fish came from the herring girls who would have
carried on knitting in between gutting the herrings, sharing
their patterns as they followed the herring shoals and the
trawlers along the coast.

Much of Anita’s most recent work has been site-specific,
the place dictating the process. Last year’s ‘Felled’ for Prism
abstracted the natural forms of exposed tree rings with
embroidery, linking the age rings to the names of family
that owned the land where it had grown.

Inspiration from science continued in her ‘Butterflies of the
Soul’ project, based on the work of Santiago Ramén y Cajal,
the Nobel Prize-winning neuroscientist, also known for the
artistry of his drawings of brain cells. On discovering the
structure of the nervous system, Cajal described neurons as
‘Butterflies of the Soul’, which Bruce has depicted in knitting,
looking more like trees than anything brain-based.

For ‘Ghost of Gone Birds’, a collective art project working
to highlight the plight of endangered bird species, Anita
recreated hummingbirds including the Turquoise Throated
Puffleg and the Scissor-tail, by studying preserved skins.

Anita has been knitting since the age of four, and admits to
being lost without some knitting on the go. “I get a great deal
of pleasure from it; it’s relaxing even when knitting the most
complex of Fair Isle or lace patterns, but I also derive the same
pleasure from knitting with wire.” It’s perhaps the shape of
the stitch - the thread of life that links us all. “Iam also really
excited by the structure of the knitted stitch, and its linear
quality - using wire and other
experimental materials really
emphasises this.”

It was discovering the joys
of sock knitting that led on to
creating some of her specimens.
“The potential of circular knitting
led directly to the knitted
plankton, which are basically
a variation, albeit complex at times, on the tube.” Far from
flippant, her motives are genuine and this follows through to
the techniques she uses.“It’s one of my unwritten rules that
all the components of my plankton and siphonophora (a type
of colonial jellyfish) are knitted together, never stitched with
aneedle - they are living forms, after all.” ©
